One of the authors of a study recently published in "Natures Communications", says healthy coral reefs are noisy places. They include the grunts of fish and the snaps of shrimp. But dead coral reefs are apparently much quieter without the hustle and bustle of undersea life.
一组科学家表示，丰富的声音可能有助于使死去的珊瑚恢复生机，就像在大堡礁的一些地方发现的那样。但什么是声学浓缩?这是水下扬声器，它们播放的音乐包括健康珊瑚礁的声音。最近发表在《自然通讯》上的一项研究的作者之一说，健康的珊瑚礁是嘈杂的地方。它们包括鱼的呼噜声和虾的啪啪声。但是，如果没有熙熙攘攘的海底生活，死去的珊瑚礁显然要安静得多。
So what scientists did was put speakers on dead coral patches of the Great Barrier Reef and play the sounds of healthy reefs. And they said that attracted fish about twice as many as areas of dead coral without the sounds. Researchers say the fish could help ecosystems recover and give the coral the chance of new life. The speakers aren't a proven solution at least not at this point. Scientists can't say for sure if the fish that the noises attracted actually stuck around.
