take two steps 走两步

continue后面若是接动名词(v. -ing) ,表示动作的持续性;若是接不定式(to + v),则表示断断续续或一种习惯性的行为。如：She continued to study English.她继续学英语。

4. The next morning his wife said, "I know you were drinking last night."

第二天早上，他妻子说;”我知道你昨晚喝酒了。”

5. He asked, "How did you know?"

他问道：“你怎么知道的?”

6. She said, "You left your crutches at the bar."

她说：“你把你的拐杖留在酒吧了。”
